Last year, the City launched our Plan200K
project, a comprehensive planning
process that includes the updating of 20
different Master Plans, Neighbourhood
Plans, Studies and Projects, that will

help to guide the City as we grow to a
community of 200,000 residents. Within

this year, we will see the completion of the
plans in the Plan200K project, leaving us
in great shape to approach our future.

It's very exciting for me to see our vision
progressing. Part of that excitement is
sparked by the fact that our plans are the
collaborative work of City staff in consultation
with you, our businesses and residents.
Through online surveys, open houses and
public events, you are all continuing to

help to shape these important directions.

Building the hub is definitely a community
effort. As a Council, we thank you, our
residents and businesses, for caring
about our city and for being willing to
share your dreams and ideas for how our
community should continue to grow.
