Partnered with ICBC on numerous road safety 
projects across the City to ensure our residents 
remain safe.

Installed overhead pedestrian activated flashing 
lights at 5 crosswalks, and completed traffic 
calming initiatives at 4 locations.

Delivered the Be Seen Be Smart Be Safe - youth 
oriented pedestrian safety program to  
30 elementary schools and 9000 students.
