Abbotsford and Mission’s water restrictions 
follow four stages, which are tied to the 
level of Dickson Lake.

Dickson Lake is the main source of drinking 
water for both communities. As the level of 
the lake gets lower restrictions get higher.

Water restrictions start on May 1. 
Conserving early helps keep the lake level 
high, so we don’t have to move to a higher 
stage as the weather gets warmer and 
drier.
