Many wildlife encounters in Abbotsford can be
prevented by responsibly managing waste and other
attractants. Wildlife sightings and encounters with
bears or cougars should be reported immediately

to the Conservation Officer Service reporting line at
1-877-952-7277.

The best way to deal with garbage is by
not creating it in the first place. Preventing garbage and food
waste helps minimize the volume of material you need to
manage.

Keep your curbside materials indoors or in
a secure location until the morning of collection. Remember:
Don’t place curbside materials at the curb overnight!

To help reduce odours, freeze food scraps
until your collection day. You can also wrap food scraps in
newspaper or paper bags to minimize odours and mess.

Rinse or wash container after pick up with
mild detergent or vinegar. This will help to reduce odours.
