
Burning is strictly regulated in the City 
of Abbotsford. Burning is allowed with a 
permit twice a year in the spring and in 
the fall. 

Open air burning is only permitted on 
rural properties meeting the bylaw 
requirements and is prohibited at all times 
in the urban areas of Abbotsford. 

Residents wishing to burn during the burn 
seasons need to register with Abbotsford 
Fire Rescue Service for a burn permit.
