BIKE LANES WITH BOLLARDS:

BIKE LANES WITHOUT BOLLARDS:

a Correct placement

If there is a bike lane in front of your house that has
bollards, place your carts at the end of the driveway with
the arrows on the lid pointing to the street. Ensure each
cart is placed in a location on either side of the driveway
entrance that provides 1m clearance in between any
bollard or cart.

ON-STREET PARKING WITH BOULEVARD STRIP:

° Correct placement

If there is a bike lane in front of your house that does not
have bollards, place your carts together in the grass or
landscaping located at the end of your driveway, with the
arrows on the lid pointing to the street. Ensure there is a
minimum of 1m in between carts.

NO ON-STREET PARKING WITH BOULEVARD STRIP:

0 Correct placement

If there is a boulevard strip in between your house and the
road, and there is on-street parking in front of your house,
place your carts together with your wheels touching the
curb and the arrows on the lid pointing to the street. Place
your carts together in the grass or landscaping located

to the left of your driveway, with the arrows on the lid
pointing to the street. Ensure there is a minimum of Tm

in between carts and 1m from any parked car or other
obstruction.

0 Correct placement

If there is a boulevard strip in between your house and
the road, and there is no on-street parking in front of
your house, place your carts together in the landscaping
close to the curb with the arrows on the lid pointing to the
street. Ensure there is a minimum of 1m in between carts
and 1Im from any tree or other obstruction.
